SECTION A

Health

“How are you keeping?” “Look after yourself.” “Good Health.” “Here's your health.”
“Health, wealth and happiness.” “If you' re healthy, you' re wealthy.”

It's amazing how many greetings, wishes and general expressions turn on health. Health
is something healthy people hardly ever think about until they’re unwell. When that
happens they think about little else. Then it's visits to the doctor, the hospital if they're
really unwell, medicines, pills’ bottles, ointments, injections, having their temperature
taken, and the whole rigmarole of illness with all the trappings, worry and expense. Well,
at least in Britain the last part isn’'t too bad under the National Health Service. This is a
Government-enforced scheme whereby everyone pays in a small percentage of their
earnings each week or month, and is then entitled to free medical treatment when they
are ill.

This doesn’t include medicines, which have to be paid for, but at a considerably reduced
rate. Everybody in Britain is advised to have a local doctor. When a person moves into

a district one of the first things they do is to find a doctor and get on his list or panel.
There are lists of NHS doctors in the local post offices and everybody has a medical card.
Most British people are already registered with a doctor and moving into a new district
entails no more that finding a new doctor and transferring to his panel.

The National Health doctor will treat, and prescribe for, the most usual illnesses. Any
cases that are beyond the scope of the local surgery he will send to the nearest hospital.
Again, in hospital, the treatment is free. The only drawback is that a great many people
are in, or attending, hospital so that most would-be patients have to go on a waiting list
before they can receive hospital treatment.

This opens up the private aspect of medicine under which a person who is prepared to
pay can have private treatment. But with doctor’s fees often running into hundreds of
pounds, medicines costing the earth, and a room in the private wards of a hospital at a
cost of anything over a hundred of pounds a day, you have to be wealthy to be a private
patient. Otherwise the expense would kill you anyway.

“Prevention is better than cure”, is one of the oldest English sayings in the book. The
positive aspects of health are leading a healthy life and trying to maintain a healthy body,
in which, presumably, is housed a healthy mind. Diet and exercise are the mainstays in
this keep-out-of-the-surgeries programme, and here the Government has produced an
excellent series of leaflets designed to keep body and mind on the right track.

The main thing is not to become, a hypochondriac and find yourself taking your
temperature and various pills, and looking at your tongue in the mirror, every five minutes
of the day. Our ancestors knew better, and as with everything else they had a saying for
it. Let's leave the last word with them. “Early to bed, early to rise, makes a man healthy
and wise.”
